KIROVOGRAD REGIONAL UNION OF ARTISTS OF UKRAINE
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CAPTIVATED by STEPPE COLORS

Anyone who has ever met the works of Kirovograd artists will forever remember the special, unique colors
of a bright, sunny palette of colors, saturated with deep contrasts of light and shadow, the colors of the end-
less sky and fragrant steppe grasses. Philosophical images created by masters of painting, graphics, sculp-
ture, and applied art, in which the greatness of glory and bitterness of tragedies preserved in the memory
of our land, deeply enliven the soul.

Kirovohrad Regional Organization of the National Union of Artists of Ukraine
(KRONUAU) dates back to November 29, 1989, when by order Ne118 from De-
cember 6, 1989 of O.M.Lopukhov (the Chairman of the Union Board of artists of
Ukraine), on the basis of the Statute of the Union of artists of the USSR (part III
“Organizational Fundamentals of the Union of Artists of the USSR, #13) and the
decisions of the Secretariat of the Union Board of artists of Ukraine (report Ne 87)
three new organizations were created in Rivne, Khmelnytsky and Kirovograd.

The Chairman of KRONUAU was elected the initiator of its creation, now Peo-
ple’s Artist of Ukraine and Honored Artist of Ukraine - Mykhaylo Volodymyrovych
Nadiezhdin. Under his chairmanship, the organization has undergone a thorny pro-
cess of formation. Under difficult economic conditions there was organized exten-
sive exhibition activity, established cooperation with government agencies and mu-
seums, preserved the premises of the house of the artist and the rent of the salon - an
art shop with an exhibition hall.

In 2015, artist Andriy Vasylovych Khvorost was elected the Chairman of KRO-
NUAU, who now continues the traditions that have been developed over 25 years of
existence of a modern local center of professional artists. For the last two years there
have been held a series of art exhibitions, auctions and plain airs; it is carried on
the cooperation with new local sponsors and patrons, in particular, with the chari-
table organization “Foundation for the Development of Culture, Arts and Education
‘Silver Palette™; besides, the organization is traditionally supported by Kirovohrad
Regional Council and Regional State Administration. Interior design of the art salon
and its exhibition space have been updated, streamlining and modernization of “The
house of the Artist” is next on the agenda. The Union has been replenished with new
members and now it has 42 artists of various specialties each of whom is a represen-
tative of unique talent in modern fine arts of Ukraine.

It should be noted that the formation of professional art associations on the ter-
ritory of our region has a complex, almost 150-year history.

The first centers of professional artists began to form at the end of XIX - early XX
centuries at the Evening Drawing Classes at the Yelysavetgrad Zemsky Real School,
Yelysavetgrad Society of Literacy and Crafts and the Society for the Promotion of
Art Classes. Unfortunately, most artists of that time were scattered around the world
by strong winds of wars and revolutions. Some of the artists were annihilated by the
terror and famine of the 1930s, others disappeared in the fires of the Civil War and
the two World Wars. Those who survived demonstrated their talent far beyond their
native land. Sometimes they came back for a short visit, such as a member of the cult
painting group of the early XX century “The Diamond Jack”, professor of painting
Oleksandr Osmorkin, who depicted our region in such paintings as “Ukraine” and
“Red Star Plant”; others returned years later, passing their works to the heritage of
Kirovograd region. I. Pokhytonov (1850-1923), FE. Kozachynskyi (1864-1922) and
his students - P. Pokarzhevskyi (1889-1968), O. Osmorkin (1892-1953), A. Niuren-
berh (1887-1979), A. Foynytskyi (1886-1973) - their works became the last echo of
the aesthetics in the late XIX -early XX centuries.

The new birth of a professional art group in Kirovograd region begins in the
second half of the 1940’ with the founding of Kirovograd Art Artel named af-
ter A. Zhdanov, which in the early 1950’s was reformed into the Society of Artists.
There were popular art exhibitions-reports dedicated to important dates held at the
Regional House of Folk Art. Mostly, amateur artists and masters of folk crafts took
part in such openings, professional artists participated on rare occasions. Among
the industrial artists there were distinguished the graduates of Odessa Art School
- Mykola Bondarenko (1914-1999), Volodymyr Fedorov (1920-1986), Borys Vin-
tenko (1927-2002), Bronislav Domashyn (1927-2000).

M. Bondarenko and V. Fedorov followed the art movement known as “Socialist
Realism”, although it would be a mistake to consider their creativity only as the co-
ercion of the totalitarian system,; it was rather the artists’ own choice, where realistic
trends generally inherent in Ukrainian fine arts of the Soviet era could be found.
Both artists served as regular officers during World War II, so it is not accidental
that they turned to the military topic; in addition, their attraction to easel painting
was embodied in all sorts of historical reminiscences that were popular in “ideologi-
cal art” of the USSR. “The Battle for Kirovograd”, “Crossing the Khingan”, Horror
of War “ by M. Bondarenko; “Lenin in Razliv’, Dispersion of the Demonstration
in Yelysavetgrad”, “Coryphaeus of the Ukrainian Theater” by V. Fedorov - all these
works vividly demonstrate the professional skills of the artists. And what can be
said about a series of paintings on the history of the Cossacks written by Mykola
Bondarenko in the 1990s in which it is clearly showen the artist’s desire to be in the
vortex of modern events? Anyway, from the artistic point of view, M. Bondarenko
and V. Fedorov revealed their talent more vividly in numerous landscapes, still lifes,
portraits of their family members, investing in these works not only knowledge and
craftsmanship, but also their own feelings and emotions.

The artistic path of Honored artist of Ukraine Borys Vintenko was completely
different. In the late 1960s - early 1970s Ukrainian painting, oriented on obligatory
topics of social work, revolutionary and military feat, was characterized by “New
Realism” or “Quiet Painting”, where B. Vintenko confirmed his creative personality.
Since childhood being in love with the nature of his native land, he had made it the
hero of his works. Landscape-painting became the realm of the artist. The image
of the native steppe Ukraine, the landscapes of the village Oboznivka, where the
artist was born, provided inspiration to his work all his life. B. Vintenko preserved
a kind of “kaleidoscopic vision of life”, passing it through the folklore of the 1960s.
While studying at Odessa Art School, he got fascinated by Impressionism and pic-
turesque decorativism, and as a result, he developed his own painting technique,
which helped him achieve on canvases the illusion of depth and infinity of space
saturated with sunlight. In his works of different years such as “My Village”, “Old
Mill”, “Travels”, “Silence”, “Morning”, “Rainbow” is echoed the “idyllic” Ukrainian
picture of the 19th century.
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All in all, the 1960s were full of artistic discoveries and young talents. Together
with the general tendency to update realism, underground art as the protest against
the dominant “socialist-realist method” was emerging. Let’s remember the name of
People’s Artist of Ukraine and Honored Artist of Ukraine Mykhailo Nadiezhdin.
“A unique Ukrainian artist whose creativity has an impact on the development of
modern fine art’, said the member of the Academy of Arts of Ukraine, Doctor of
Arts, Professor Oleksandr Fedoruk. At the same time being a nonconformist, close
to non-figurative painting Nadiezhdin never stood aside from social conflicts of the
time, which found a philosophical understanding in his drawings and paintings. His
works of the 1960s such as “Hiroshima”, “Executions”, “Height”, “Faust of the XX
century’, “The Artist and his Model” revealed the tragedy of the spiritual state of
man in the conditions of closed society; in the 1970s - at the beginning of the 1980s
he appealed to intimate lyrics in the following works - “Dream”, “Mother’s Portrait’,
“A Light Day”; in the 1980s - at the beginning of the 1990s with the declaration of
Ukraine’s independence, his works were characterized by monumentality (“Reflec-
tion”, “Winner”, “Gardens of Eden”).

His artistic path in Kirovohrad region started with the group exhibition of three
young teachers of Kirovohrad Children’s Art School (M. Nadiezhdin, L. Bondar
(1938-2013) and Yu. Ivashchenko (1929-1990)) in Dnipropetrovsk, which at that
time was the “capital” of the central Ukrainian Regional Economic Soviet. The news-
paper “The Flag of Youth” wrote that the exhibition of the unusual works of Kiro-
vograd artists excited the artistic life of Dnipropetrovsk. It was stated that Ivash-
chenko’s creative works were characterized by picturesque atmosphere, L. Bondar’s
watercolors - by soft lyrism, and M. Nadiezhdin’s search - by revolutionary and cou-
rageous mastering of the form. Subsequently, the exhibition was opened in the walls
of Kirovograd Art Gallery, where graphic artist L. Khodak (1943-2012) joined the
above-mentioned artists. It was an extraordinary event for the city and region. On
the pages of the newspaper “Young Communard” there was a great discussion dedi-
cated to the possibilities and aesthetic principles of art hold by art critic O. Gurenko.
The works of young artists received ambiguous reviews; thus, there was criticism by
ideological party leaders. The artists were given instructions “not to distance them-
selves from the people”, and the director of the art gallery, now Honored Journalist
of Ukraine Bronislav Kumanskyi was offered to raise the district press to a much
higher level.

It is necessary to mention a native-born from Kirovograd region, a graduate
from Odessa School of Art and The Art Academy of Latvia, a talented painter and
teacher of the 1960s, a teacher of Dnipropetrovsk Art School - Yakiv Petrovych Ka-
lashnyk (1927- 1967). We can be grateful him for the bright stars of modern Ukrai-

nian painting such as M. Nadiezhdin, E Humeniuk, a famous painter of the Ukrai-
nian diaspora V. Makarenko, Honored Artists of Ukraine B. Plaksii (1937-2012) and
A. Klymov (1936-2017), Honored Artist of Ukraine A. Tkach (1939-2006). Two of
them, E Humeniuk and B. Plaksii, became the winners of Taras Shevchenko Na-
tional Prize. But Ya.P.Kalashnik with his unique talent, whose works are now stored
in Kirovograd Regional Art Museum, was actually badgered by the Soviet system.
That was the end of the “Thaw” era of the 1960s.

It should be noted that despite the different preferences of the above-mentioned
artists and the ways of their creative search they were united by great diligence,
strong criticism and motivation. Taking part in exhibitions they contributed to the
creation of outdoor groups, holding collective art exhibitions, drawing evening stu-
dios, etc. Thus, B. Vintenko had been the head of the art studio at the Regional Pal-
ace of Pioneers for a long time and one of his students, Yurii Lutskevych(1934-2001)
in the late 1980s - early 1990s became the master of the Ukrainian neo-baroque.
M.Nadiezhdin had been engaged in pedagogical activity for 10 years, and Leo-
nid Bondar had been in charge of Kirovohrad Childrens Art School named after
0.0.0smorkin (since 1992) for more than 20 years, dedicating all his life to this
school since its creation in 1959.

Thus, the foundations for new young artists have been laid.

In the early 1970s, the construction of new premises of Kirovograd Art Work-
shops of the Art Fund of the USSR was completed which consisted of carpentry
workshops and art shops. For the first time artists had an opportunity to get per-
sonal workshops. Workshop expansion facilitated the arrival of creative college and
university graduates in the city, the vast majority of whom were born in villages
and districts of Kirovograd region — Oleksandr Logvyniuk (1936-2004) - a graduate
from St. Peterburg Academic Institute of Painting named after Illia Riepin, Sergii
Shapovalov, Anatolii Yaniev, Victor Perepychai (1944-2020), Victor Frenchko (1949-
2019)- the graduates from Kyiv Art Institute, Emiliia Rudenko, Anatolii Pungin,
Nelia Firsova and Mykola Firsov, Mykola Alieksieiev, Valerii Davydov, Volodymyr
Plitin — from Odessa Art College named after M.B.Grekov, Nataliia Fedorenko and
Anatolii Dvorskyi (1948-2010) - from Lviv State Institute of Applied and Decorative
Art. Although each artist was a representative of a particular art school, their mutual
creative cooperation resulted in emerging special art features of local steppe color-
ing. Creative plain air groups and artists visits to enterprises became very popular
at that time. The number of exhibitions increased after the opening of an art salon-
shop with an exhibition hall, which quickly became one of the brightest art centers
of Kirovograd and does not lose its popularity in modern Kropyvnytskyi.

The art workshops were developing in separate branches, such as painting,
graphic art, decorative and applied arts, monumental art, sculpture and design. If
in the 1960s - early 1970s the artists from Kyiv were commissioned to work in the
field of monumental art, exterior design and interior design of buildings, then since
the mid-1970s the artists from Kirovograd region have got commissions. The mo-
saic facade and the paintings in the lobby of the Institute of Agricultural Machine
Building (now Central Ukrainian National Technical University, Kropyvnytskyi)
will remain memorable for the city and the region together with many other works
of Kirovohrad artists - the works by Anatolii Danylov (1941-2011), Anatolii Dvor-
skyi, Mykhailo Nadiezhdin, the mosaics on the pediment of the Yatran Cinema,
the three-dimensional relief sculpture on the facade of the dormitory of Pobuzhskyi
Ferronickel Plant and the Pobuzhzhia Hotel performed by Anatolii Dvorskyi (1948-
2010), the stained glass windows at Chizhevsky Library, the hotel and restaurant




complex “Kozatska Zastava” and the mosaic panel of a new building of the Peda-
gogical Institute (now Volodymyr Vynnychenko Central Ukrainian State Pedagogi-
cal University) by Anatolii Pungin, the ceramic panel for the hotel “Ukraine” by
M.Nadiezhdin, the decorative panels for the hotels “Kyiv” and “Dobrudzha’, the graf-
fiti “Glory to the Working Hands” by V. Volokhov, the design of the hotels “Europe”
and “Tourist”. The decorative batiks by N. Fedorenko and M. Tserna, the large-scale
tapestries by E. Rudenko, the ceramic panels and compositions by the Firsov fam-
ily are still the decoration of many socially significant objects of the region. No less
striking are the works of Kirovohrad sculptors — the memorials of Oleksandr Push-
kin near the Pedagogical University named after V. Vynnychenko, the monument to
the soldiers of the Red Army perished during World War II by Arkadii Matsiievskyi
(1931-2006) and Victor Frenchko (1949-2019), the memorial complex “Victims of
the Holodomor” in the village of Chervona Kamianka by V. Samiilenko, the works
of the medalist Viacheslav Popov, numerous park sculptures and memorial plates to
prominent figures of science and culture.

A significant opportunity to reveal one’s own creative personality happened
with the change of political course of the USSR, and hence in Ukraine in the second
half of the 1980s. A bright manifestation of the new artistic revival in the city was
the exhibition “Yelysavetgrad - Kirovograd. 1913 — 1988” dedicated to the 75th an-
niversary of the first city art exhibition, organized by Kirovograd Art Workshops of
the Art Fund of Ukraine together with the art gallery (now Kirovohrad Regional
Art Museum). “This exhibition held at the art gallery gave Kirovohrad artists the
opportunity to create a large-scale exhibition for the first time. Sixty-two artists pre-
sented more than 250 works of painting, graphics, sculpture and decorative and ap-
plied arts. It is thought that Kirovograd skepticism and prejudice to local artistic life
were fundamentally shaken. There are bright and creative personalities as well as
the works that deserve attention in Kirovohrad!” - wrote in the introductory article
to the exhibition catalog Volodymyr Bosko, a researcher scolar of the art gallery at
that time. After this event, the city got acquainted with a number of personal and
group art exhibitions of Kirovograd painters - Sergii Shapovalov, Grygorii Hnatiuk
(1951-2012), Anatolii Yanev, Boris Vintenko and others.

Mykhailo Nadiezhdin, the chief artist of Kirovohrad Art Workshops of the Art
Fund of the USSR, initiated the expansion of the exhibition activity at that time.
Hoping to unite creative artists he was trying to create the Kirovohrad branch of the
Union of Artists. Thus, in 1989 in Kyiv, with the support of the Union of Artists of
Ukraine, there was organized an exhibition by Hryhorii Hnatiuk (born in the village
of Nebylivka, Novoarkhangelsk district (1951-2012)) whose works are dedicated
to everyday life of the Ukrainian village. The images in the master’s paintings are
deeply poetic with sacral features and the picturesque language - a kind of symbiosis
of European painting of the XX century and Ukrainian cosmogenesis. Volodymyr
Bosko wrote in the introductory article to the exhibition catalog “Hnatiuk belongs
to those Ukrainian artists who are trying to reconcile national culture and modern
civilization”.

In the same year of 1989 at the art gallery there was held the first personal paint-
ing exhibition by Sergii Shapovalov - a famous master of still life and landscape
whose peculiarity was the use of a palette knife. In a few years (1987-1989) he cre-
ated a large number of works dedicated to the historical and genre art. His composi-
tions such as “Dobryi Vechir, Shchedrui Vechir’,“ Kozak-Mamai ”,“ Homin, Homin
... ‘Chumatski Mary” (“Chumatski’s Dreams”), “Kozatska Slava” (“Cossack Glory ”)
imbued with the spirit of Ukrainian songs and ancient legends. Most of his works are

characterized by monumental, large-scale, colorful and emotional tension.

It must be stated that consciously or subconsciously the images drawn from the
depths of the Ukrainian culture, in one way or another can be found in the works of
most Kirovograd artists. Thus, in the second half of the 1980s the new names of art-
ists from Kirovograd region appeared - Fedir Latna from Oleksandrivka, Volodymyr
Tovkailo from Svitlovodsk, Volodymyr Kyrianov (1951-2017), Yurii Goncharenko,
Andrii Nadiezhdin from Kirovograd (now Kropyvnytskyi).

In the paintings of E Lagna it can be traced the artist’s fascination with the plas-
ticity of things and the reality of life, on which basis he builds compositional phan-
tasmagorias of life. A human being in his works is the center of the universe. The
artist appeals to the traditions of Western European modernism, American abstrac-
tionism and trans-avant-garde. Brightly personified approach in the image creation
can be traced in the works of the unique graphic artist V. Kyrianov. The artist face
can be found in the image of Ivan Nykyforovych from a series of illustrations to
the works of M. Gogol as well as in many other artist's compositions such as “Mir-
ror’, “Gardener’, a series of graphic sheets on the theme of the “New Testament”. All
the works are performed in the technique of pen drawing, in which the author has
reached a high level of professionalism.

The works of Yu. Honcharenko belong to abstract and associative art. Artist’s
admiration of landscape, still life and icon-painting tradition leads to image general-
ization and ornamentation. His experimenting with different materials (wood, met-
al, primer, etc.) and studying the symbols of Ukrainian decor, embroidery, ceramics,
folk paintings motivate the artist to create the works from non-traditional materials
- “Bitter Wood, Sweet Lips”, “Yablunevyi Spas” (“Transfiguration”), "Annual Calen-
dar”, which have become the modern carriers of folk traditions. Subsequently, the
artist prefers the forms of decorative and applied arts.

The works of A. Nadiezhdin were influenced by symbolism and Ukrainian mon-
umental painting of the early XX century, which is reflected in the following paint-
ing and graphic series - “Renaissance’, “On the Life of the Temple”, “Kaniv’s Dreams”.
Since the mid-1990s the motives of secession have become palpable in his works,
and since the late 1990s the post-baroque line has prevailed.

V. Tovkailo is concerned about spiritual problems in human life. His composi-
tions in the late 1980s - early 1990s were filled with powerful energy of struggle,
especially the series under the name “Khoakhy - underground inhabitants”, and the
paintings of the early 2000’s were characterized by lyrical contemplation of the life of
modern Svitlovodsk, which under the artist’s brush appears full of enchanting fairy
tales, real and at the same time symbolic images.




There are also representatives of classical realistic art, which interest is docu-
mentary fixation of reality and generalization of those events and psychological
changes that modern society requires. There is a growing interest in the historical
picture, a mixture of genres gain their popularity, for example: a portrait on a still life
background, a still life on a landscape background. The representative of this genre
were Oleksandr Logvyniuk, Leontii Orlyk, and now among modern artists there are
Victor Perepichai, Anatolii Yaniev, Yurii Vintenko, Liubov Kyrianova, Larysa Yakov-
leva, Oleksandr and Liudmyla Demydenko, Anatolii Kimnatnyi, Valerii Davydov.

Not the last place in the visual palette of Kirovograd region is taken by decorative
and applied arts. Natalia Fedorenko’s batiks present figurative symbolism together
with ancient Ukrainian cosmogenesis; Mariia Tserna also deals with macramé and
batik, but prefers decorative sewing. Mastering the technique of three-dimensional
collage, carpet weaving and tapestries Emiliia Rudenko, following the tradition of
tapestry paintings, preserves the significance of the image. Now despite economic
difficulties a ceramic master of the Firsov family successfully keeps working. A wide
range of creativity - from realistic searches of Mykola Firsov and folklore themes
typical to the works of Nelly Firsova to the symbolic compositions and technological
developments of their sons Serhii and Oleksandr - finds its place in a rapidly chang-
ing social environment.

Thanks to the creative activity of Kirovohrad artists in the late 1980s favourable
conditions were created for the organization of the Union of Artists of Ukraine,
which was done in 1989. Head of the Regional Organization was elected Mykhailo
Volodymyrovych Nadiezhdin, who had been in charge of the organization for 25 years.
During this time there had been significant changes in artistic life as well as rethink-
ing of the tasks and goals of the Ukrainian art. Among artists and art critics there
was a discussion “on national themes in the art’, their attitudes changed as to the role
of the plot and the theme concepts in the picture. The works that become dominant
at exhibitions are related to folk, religious and personal symbols of the artist.

Neo-Baroque has become one of the most expressive stylistic trends since the
early 1990s. The bright examples are the graphic works of Olga Pungina and Andrii
Khvorost, ceramic works by Sergii and Oleksandr Firsov, where the images of realis-
tic and non-figurative art are intertwined in a bizarre way. A modern view through
the associative and symbolic perception of archetype can be seen in Oksana Na-
diezhdina’s abstract compositions.

Since the late 1990s opportunism has been practised in Ukrainian fine arts
which manifestations became tangible in the mid -1990s that was the result of deep
commercialization of social relations. The presence of rough eclecticism, natural-
ism, pseudo-historicism and open feeble imitation is often observed in these works.
At the same time, new young artists were looking for their own way in art. The bright
representatives of this art movement there were young creative artists Artem Kin-

drytskyi and Andrii Kadygrob. A.Kindrytskyi’s creative search was abstract maxims
while A. Kadygrob paved his way in the direction of purely classical realistic paint-
ing.

Since the 2000s art exhibitions have helped discover the following talented
painters (Vasyl Koval and Sieda Adylkhanian, Mariia Achkasova), the masters of
decorative and applied arts (Olga Kolomiiets and Larysa Kulinich). It has to be not-
ed that O. Kolomiiets and L. Kulinich are not only the members the National Union
of Artists of Ukraine, but also the members of the The National Union of Folk Art
Masters Of Ukraine; their works impress us with the professional manner, a subtle
sense of folklore themes, and the symbolism of images.

The National Union of Artists of Ukraine and the local gallery “Yelysavetgrad”
have been working in close cooperation in recent years. Therefore, it is no coinci-
dence that a gallery owner, well-known in Ukraine and abroad, Mykola Tsukanov,
the author of publications about artists “The Medicine from Depression”, “Provin-
cial Gallery” and a series of albums “The Palette of the Steppe Region” joined KRO-
NUAU, first in 2015 as an honorary member, and since 2017 - as a full member of
the NUAU.

Kropyvnytskyi artists, the members of KRONUAU are active participants of
modern art life. They participate in all-Ukrainian, international and foreign exhibi-
tions, such as: “Impreza -89” Ivano-Frankivsk; “Contemporary Art of Ukraine in the
American Perspective” at Yale University, the USA (1992); the Baltic States Trienni-
al of Graphic Arts (1993); the exhibition of Ukrainian artists “Khutir”, Kyiv (1994);
“the Colors of the Steppe” together with O.O. Osmorkin Art-Memorial Museum
at the Embassy of Ukraine in the Russia Federation, Moscow (1996); Pan-Ukraine
International Biennial of Painting, Dnipropetrovsk (1995); Fulfinum International
Action, Nivich, Croatia (2002); “The Art of Ukraine 1991 - 2002”, Moscow (2002);
“Ukrainian Biennale Folkmodern”, Chernivtsi (2009); international festival “Mamai
Fest” (2014, 2015) and others.

It has become a tradition to hold a group exhibition “The Colors of the Steppe”
in the Central House of Artists in Kiev (1994, 2000, 2009, 2014). Also in the capital
of our state there were repeatedly held solo openings of such artists as V. Tovkailo,
S. Shapovalov, the Nadiezhdins (Mykhaylo, Andrii and Oksana).

Due to close cooperation of KRONUAU and O.0. Osmorkin Art-Memorial
Museum the residents of the city and region got acquainted with a number of works
from the collection of the administration of the NUAU exhibitions. Due to the prin-
cipled position of the former head of the organization and People’s Artist of Ukraine
M. Nadiezhdin, in cooperation with his colleagues and the regional administration,
Kirovohrad Regional Art Museum resumed its full-fledged work. It allowed in 2005
for the first time in Kirovohrad region to hold an all-Ukrainian exhibition “Pictur-
esque Ukraine” within the framework of the International
Literary and Artistic Shevchenko Holiday “In a Free, New
Family”.

For encouraging and motivating artists two regional
art awards - the Regional Award in architecture, heraldry
and vexilology, decorative and applied arts named after
Yakiv Pauchenko (2002) and the Regional Award in fine
arts and study of art named after Oleksandr Osmorkin -
were established by Kirovohrad Regional Council.




For a significant contribution to the development of modern Ukrainian art and
culture and high professional qualities many Kirovograd artists were awarded hon-
orary titles: “Honored Artist of Ukraine” - Vintenko Borys Mykhailovych, Fedoren-
ko Natalia Petrivna, Shapovalov Sergii Gavrylovych, Rudenko Emiliia Matviivna,
Yaniev Anatolii Mykytovych, Nadiezhdin Andrii Mykhailovych, Polonskyi Feliks
Mykhailovych; “People’s Artist of Ukraine” and “Honored Art Worker of Ukraine -
Nadiezhdin Mykhailo Volodymyrovych, “Honored Worker of Culture” - Ostapenko
Vasyl Makarovych (1937-2017) and Bondar Leonid Ivanovych (1938-2013).

With the beginning of the Russian aggression in the east of Ukraine, the mem- 7

of Thor Smychek, a member of KRONUA, our city is now named after a prominent
figure in the Ukrainian theater M.L. Kropyvnytskyi.

Artists also responded to the events of the undeclared war of the 21st century V
with their works and strengthening their activity. In particular, for the last two years

under the leadership of the new head of the organization Andrii Khvorost there
have been held group exhibitions of artists in Odessa - “Painting Steppe” (2016),
Oleksandriia - “Christmas Mosaic” (2018), plain airs in the village of Karbivka, Do-
brovelychkivka district and the village of Rozumivka, Oleksandrivka district, both
in Kirovohrad region (2017), two charity auctions in support of the Artist’s House
“Steppe Colors” (2017); annually the artists of KRONUAU take part in the “EASTER
CHARITY AUCTION” in Kirovograd Regional Art Museum.

In general, Kirovohrad Regional Organization of the National Union of Artists
of Ukraine has organized more than 300 art exhibitions, our artists have been active
participants of festivals, competitions, various events and cultural projects, taking
place in the region, in Ukraine and abroad.

The activities of the union members are covered in local and all-Ukrainian mass
media, specialized editions “Culture and Life”, “Fine Arts’, “Artaniia’, in 5 issues of
the personalized art album-guide “Artists of Ukraine”, “Artists of Kirovohrad Re-
gion’, anniversary albums and the books dedicated to the 70th anniversary of the
National Union of Artists of Ukraine, the 70th anniversary of Kirovohrad region,
“Kirovohrad Region in the Mirror of Time’, a series of catalogs of the winners of
regional awards named after Oleksandr Osmorkin and Yakiv Pauchenko, numerous
catalogs of solo and group exhibitions.
